The current floating requirement has caused some chapters to not increase the GPA requirement for new members because they misunderstand how it would affect candidates for elected office; and

Headquarters Staff often receive questions from chapters about how to interpret this standard; therefore, be it

resolved
The BYLAWS ARTICLE V – CHAPTERS, CHARTERS, AND AVCs, UNDERGRADUATE CHAPTER OPERATING PROVISIONS, Section 33 be amended as follows: (strikethrough indicates removal of text; italics indicates new text):
Section 33. 
To be eligible for nomination or to hold an elected position in Sigma Phi Epsilon, a member must be in good standing and must maintain a cumulative grade point average which of 2.80 or above on a 4.0 scale (or its equivalent).  The local chapter bylaws may specify and encourage a requirement higher than 2.80. exceeds the Fraternity’s minimum grade point average for candidates for membership by no less than .2 on a 4.0 scale (or its equivalent), or the local chapter’s minimum grade point average for candidates for membership, as established in the chapter’s bylaws, whichever is greater.
