Veterans Task Force to pursue further efforts into the recruitment of student military veterans and the development of undergraduate and alumni members with all resulting lessons learned, deliverables, and further recommendations to be delivered directly to the National Board of 
Directors no later than the 56th Grand Chapter Conclave; and be it further

RESOLVED

That the Sigma Phi Epsilon Military Veterans Task Force be allowed to make national policy recommendations to, and be actively consulted by, the National Board of Directors regarding any and all military and veteran’s issues to include appropriate recognition during national holidays, the addition of veterans as potential Renaissance Brothers, the inclusion of military related support groups in SigEp’s service learning program, and all other related topics; and be it further

That task force volunteers stand ready to assist and advise the National Board of Directors and Headquarters staff on any military issues not specifically mentioned above; and be it further

That the task force report a summary of their activity and recommendations for future action to the 56th Grand Chapter Conclave.
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
