Improvement of Ritual Support System
WHEREAS
The Ritual and Guide of Sigma Phi Epsilon is a guide for the performance and interpretation of ceremonies that represent our foundational values and cardinal principles; and 
WHEREAS
These ideas connect all members of Sigma Phi Epsilon; and 
WHEREAS
There is an inconsistency of understanding, knowledge, and implementation of the Ritual of Sigma Phi Epsilon from chapter to chapter; and
WHEREAS
Many undergraduate chapters have an inability or find it difficult to conduct the Brother Mentor Rite of Passage due to a lack of resources, training, and personnel; and
WHEREAS
It is imperative that the Ritual be conducted in a manner consistent with its significance to the identity of our fraternity, at all undergraduate chapters; therefore be it
RESOLVED
That the National Board of Directors, together with the Ritual Task Force, will instate a system for Ritual support for undergraduate chapters; and be it
RESOLVED
That this system for Ritual support will consist of, or include, at least one new member of each District Governor’s District team explicitly responsible for providing support for conducting the Ritual of Sigma Phi Epsilon; and be it
RESOLVED
That this new district team member will help provide trainings for undergraduate chapter leaders in their district as needed, including but not limited to performance of the Ritual, explanation of the interpretation, and further discussion; and be it
RESOLVED
That this new district team member will help facilitate any rites, including the Brother Mentor Rite of Passage, if undergraduate chapters request or need such help; and be it further
RESOLVED
That the National Board of Directors consider including a performance of the Brother Mentor Ritual during all Carlson Leadership Academies or offering an opportunity for brothers to register to go through the Brother Mentor Rite of Passage at a Pre-Carlson event with the overall goal of assisting undergraduates, alumni, and volunteers understanding on how to best carry out the Ritual; and be it
RESOLVED
That the Ritual Task Force report a summary of their recommendations on how to implement this resolution by the October 2017 National Board of Directors meeting.
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
