Resolution 4

Relationship between Grand Chapter and AVCs
WHEREAS 
Sigma Phi Epsilon exists to confer the benefits of brotherhood on all initiates, both undergraduate and alumni; and 

WHEREAS 
The alumni of the fraternity, operating in the individual Alumni Corporations associated with each chapter, work to build, maintain, and provide housing and facilities for academic and leadership activities, in addition to scholarship support; and
WHEREAS
Multiple sections of Article V conflate asset ownership between Alumni Corporations and undergraduate chapters, which can hamper corporate operations and induce constraints on their abilities to finance, build, maintain, and protect assets for the benefit of the members of the Alumni Corporation and the undergraduate brothers of their chapter; and
WHEREAS
Article V, Sections 45-46 authorize and direct the conflation of undergraduate chapter finances, and financing of undergraduate chapter activities, with an non-student organization; and
WHEREAS 
The individual Alumni Corporations are facing increased pressure to conform to local demands from the chapter’s host college or university, local civic groups, and local governments, often without an opportunity for input or discussion, where local demands can be at variance to the directives and policies of the National Fraternity; and
WHEREAS
Alumni efforts to seek relief from these constraints have been overlooked or rebuffed over the past 12 years; therefore be it 

RESOLVED 
That Article V, Sections 38-47 inclusive of the 2015 edition of the National By-Laws are hereby rescinded in their entirety; and be it 
FURTHER RESOLVED 
That any and all operating procedures, rules, regulations or other actions enabled for any entity, committee, officer, official, or agent of the National Fraternity by Article V, Sections 38-47 inclusive of the 2015 edition of the National By-Laws, are hereby nullified; and be it 
FURTHER RESOLVED 
That the Grand Chapter does authorize and empower the national Board of Directors to establish a nine (9) man committee of alumni to confer with the individual Alumni Corporation; obtain ideas, inputs and feedback; and develop from this data a set of relations and operating procedures to create a healthier situation amount undergraduate chapters, Alumni Corporations, and the National Fraternity.  No more than three (3) members of the committee shall be current or former officers, Directors, or staff of the National Fraternity.  The committee shall report its findings to the 56th Grand Chapter Conclave, and shall be dissolved at the conclusion of the 56th Grand Chapter Conclave.
