Define “In Good Standing”

WHEREAS
The Grand Chapter Bylaws define when a member of Sigma Phi Epsilon is in good standing with the fraternity; and
WHEREAS
The current definition is incomplete; therefore be it

RESOLVED
The BYLAWS Article II – MEMBERSHIP, Section 3 be amended as follows (strikethrough indicates removal of text; italics indicates new text):

Section 3. 
A member in good standing is defined by one who is an undergraduate member, has not had his membership restricted for academics, and is not financially indebted to the undergraduate chapter, its Alumni and Volunteer Corporation, or the Fraternity. Furthermore, a member will not be in good standing if the Standards Committee imposes a penalty upon him, as set forth in Section 30 of this Article, for the duration of the penalty. The Standards Committee may indicate in writing as part of a given sanction whether said sanction keeps the member it impacts in good standing.
