Resolution #16

New Member Registration Refund Period
WHEREAS
Completion of the new member registration process triggers activities of considerable expense to the Grand Chapter, including production and mailing of new member materials, administrative services to ensure coverage under SigEp’s general liability insurance policy and Member Accident Protection Policy (MAPP), and license to access and use SigEp’s Balanced Man Program application and other cloud-based technologies, and;

WHEREAS
Chapters also incur significant expense in the new member process; and 
WHEREAS
The Grand Chapter incurs expenses immediately upon a new member joining and if a member resigns, the Grand Chapter is unable to recoup those costs; and

WHEREAS
Sigma Phi Epsilon’s Member Accident Protection Policy is an inherent benefit of membership in the case of injury; and

WHEREAS
This insurance benefit is unable to be utilized unless a new member is officially registered with the national fraternity; and
WHEREAS 
Because members are already receiving access to their new member materials package, coverage under SigEp’s insurance policies, the Balanced Man Program app and other technology, only half of the total membership fee should be refunded to the member who resigns; therefore be it

RESOLVED
The Grand Chapter Bylaws, Article VI – FEES AND FUNDS, Section 2 be amended as follows (strikethrough indicates removal of text; italics indicates new text):
Section 2. 
If within 30 days of joining Sigma Phi Epsilon, a member chooses to leave the Fraternity, the 50% of the Lifetime Membership Fee will be refunded. The form requesting a refund must be completed and received at Headquarters within 30 days of the member’s joining date that was entered on his original member registration form. No other date will be accepted. 
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
